SCHOOL PERFORMANCE DATA
The following two pages are a summary of the national curriculum assessment of pupils in the school (2011) and nationally (2010) at the end of Key Stages 1( 7 year olds ) and 2 ( 11 year olds ) as a percentage of those eligible for assessment.

The teacher assessment is the judgement made by the class teacher of a child’s progress in the National Curriculum.  This judgement is based on a child’s work in class and at home over this last year (2010-2011).

The school is also obliged to give you information on the percentage of pupils in the school attaining each level this year and the percentage of pupils attaining each level across Wales in the previous year (2009-2010).

The progress of every child is individually tracked and monitored. The school continues to consistently achieve in line with and often above schools in the county borough of Bridgend and in Wales. The school is allocated a ‘Family of Schools’ by which we are compared, school family members are contextually similar which makes comparisons between them fair. Maes Yr Haul’s performance for 2010 -2011 when compared with its family members is in line with and often above the family average and presents an improving trend.

ACTIVITIES, ACHIEVEMENTS and COMMUNITY LINKS
· ESDGC (Education for Sustainable Development and Global Citizenship) has a high priority in our school and is an integral part of learning programmes. The school was awarded its second Green Flag in recognition of the work completed. During the school inspection by Estyn in January 2011 the Eco committee were praised as being one of the best that the school inspection team had interviewed.  Several ESD initiatives have been enjoyed by children and staff this year including healthy eating and fitness activities, individual classes have been rewarded for healthy eating and walking or wheeling to school. The school’s global citizenship work has been recognised with the International School Award and this year we received visitors from Jamshedpur, India and the African countries of Botswana and Tanzania. School staff contributed to the success of the Connecting Classrooms and UKIERI global citizenship work with Mrs Tandy visiting India and Miss Evans (Year 2) and Mr Joseph visiting Africa. Maes Yr Haul hosted a concert for visitors from the schools’ Indian partnership and an ICT celebration day with pupils participating from our Welsh partner schools in Monmouthshire, Rhondda Cynon Taf and Newport.      
· A range of activities have strengthened links with parents, the local community, associate schools and the wider world.  An ESDGC theme week was held culminating in an open school event which welcomed over 300 visitors into school on one day. Year 2 held a mock wedding at St David’s church Laleston as part of their summer term topic and parents, relatives and friends attended the wedding reception. Year 2 participated in the Bryntirion cluster of schools Gamanfa Ganu. 
· The SCHOOL COUNCIL play an active role in school activities and decision making. Every class in the school has a democratically  elected representative on the school council. During school year 2010-2011 the pupil school council met with Welsh Government’s First Minister Carwyn Jones for a Question Time session. The council were interviewed as part of the school’s Estyn inspection and welcomed many visitors to school including Colin Jackson and international school partners from Africa and India. 
· Many charities were supported including Velindre hospital Cancer Appeal   £1100, Alopecia UK  £500, Children in Need  £591.28, Comic Relief  £565.50, Armed forces, Barnados, Mayor’s Charity Appeal,  Ying Yang Books Ltd (Recycled books for schools in Africa) £119, Shoebox Appeal ‘Samaritans’ Purse’, The Orang-utan Foundation. Orange for Orang-utan day. Year 2
  £389.60, Plan UK Sponsor a child in Cambodia. £200, Poppy Appeal. Nursery poppies made from recycled school 

jumpers and buttons £130,  Tuber sclerosis £371.27

· Children and staff celebrated World Book Day and Comic Relief
          Strong links are established between the school and the police. PC        John Stewart visited all classes during the year as part of the police core programme provision and PCSO Heather Dobbs regularly visits school supporting links with the community. Please see the school noticeboard  and web site www.maesyrhaul.com for community information .
· Canon Evans of St David’s church Laleston visited school every month to take collective worship. Pupils were successful in St David’s summer fete art, handwriting and poetry competitions.

· To support classroom learning activities across the curriculum and areas of learning we had many visitors to school throughout the year and many visits were made by all classes to a range of venues. 
· Brooke Dick a Y6 pupil was successful in the Bryntirion cluster of schools’ poetry writing competition

· Extra curricular activities held during lunchtimes and after school offer children a wide range of experiences. 
· Year 6 learners are well prepared for transition to secondary school with many activities experienced between Maes Yr Haul and our associate secondary schools including Bryntirion, Brynteg and Porthcawl 
· The school choir has had a particularly busy and successful year, activities include concerts at St David’s Hall Cardiff, St Davids Church Laleston, Bridgend Tabernacle, Brackla Tabernacle, civic offices, and the Armed Forces day celebration.  The choir entered and won the first Bridgend Schools’ Choir Competition receiving a £500 music voucher.
· Parents, grandparents and friends were invited to celebrate the work of all classes by attending class assemblies and concerts throughout the year.

· St David’s Day was a wonderfully successful day in school with two eisteddfods being held. The chaired Bardd was Malika Boukeras. 

· We recognise and celebrate the achievement of all pupils in our weekly award assemblies which are held on Fridays. We have a weekly focus for the Seren Yr Wythnos ( Star of the Week). The house points system recognises effort and achievement in every area of school life with Bronze, Silver, Gold and Headteachers’ awards.  Year 6 pupils receive certificates at the annual Leavers’ Assembly recognising the contribution they have made to Maes Yr Haul and Year 6 have a separate rewards programme called Impact, Year 6 impact award winners 2011 were Anashruti Yadav and Emma Luke.
· A Boris Bookworm literacy club was organised for year 3 pupils sponsored by Celtic press.
· The PFA continue to work hard to raise funds and this year gave the school £6,981 to support learning experiences. The well established Christmas Fayre and Summer Fete were once again very successful. The community football festival was a great success with a record number of teams entering. Nora Hardy won the Maes Yr Haul’s Got Talent competition.

· The Year 5 quiz team reached the final of the South Wales Police Road Safety challenge and Anna Davies Year 6 won Bridgend Rotary’s Junior Youth Speaks public speaking competition. Maes yr Haul hosted Bridgend Rotary’s  Superquizzical Team competition.
· The Year 6 Maes Yr Haul Little Workers business produced canvasses, prints (framed and unframed) and exhibited in the art exhibition held at school in the summer term.

· Development continues in ICT (Information Communication Technology). Continued investment in ICT has ensured new audio visual  equipment in both assembly halls, new PCs in the library, replacement of interactive whiteboards, projectors and laptops, introduction of iPads as learning tools , extensive investment in software and continued online creative learning space development. The school was successfully assessed for ICT mark accreditation renewal. The school website is developing with class blogs giving latest class news. The Headteacher’s blog has replaced the old type paper newsletter. Teachers2Parents texting service is now in use and proving a successful and popular means of communication.   
· Mid Glamorgan Education Business Partnership (EBP) has strong links with Maes Yr Haul, the school is involved in a wide range of business and industry activities which we access through EBP.
· The Broadlands Residents Association continue to meet at the school. The Broadlands Biodiversity management group meets at the school and three staff members sit on this group.

· The school offers the Broadlands estate a community facility with after school activities for children and adults held every weeknight and children’s activities held during the summer holidays.
CURRICULUM ORGANISATION 

Foundation Phase

There are 7 areas of learning in the framework for Children’s Learning 3-7 yr olds:

• Language, Literacy and Communication

• Mathematical Development

• Knowledge and Understanding of the World

• Personal, Social, Wellbeing and Cultural Diversity

• Creative Development

• Physical Development

• Welsh Language Development

Religious Education is also a statutory requirement.
At Maes Yr Haul we provide children with a broad and balanced curriculum that encourages them to become independent learners. We provide a wide range of activities to help your child learn and develop skills through play, focus tasks, enhanced and continuous provision whilst giving the children the opportunity to work as an individual, in pairs, groups and as a whole class. These activities are available both indoors and outdoors wherever possible, whatever the weather! To develop enquiry skills children will sometimes be working independently in both their indoor and outdoor learning.

All activities are underpinned by the key skills of number, ICT, communication and thinking. On a weekly basis during ‘Thinking Thursday’ sessions the children themselves are encouraged to identify areas they wish to learn and find out more about in relation to the current book, mini topic or theme. Foundation phase children are also involved in the setting and monitoring of their own short term targets, with staff ensuring these are SMART (Specific, measurable, attainable, realistic targets) 
Key Stage 2
There are 12 subjects in the Key Stage 2 curriculum. These are mathematics, English, science, Welsh second language, Information Communication Technology (ICT), history, geography, music, personal

and social education (PSE), religious education (R.E), art and design and design and technology.

Teachers in key stage 2 deliver lessons using a largely skills-driven approach, and all activities are underpinned by the key skills of number, ICT, communication problem solving and thinking. Wherever possible, subjects are linked through cross curriculum themes, and pupils themselves are encouraged to identify areas they wish to know more about.

A variety of teaching methods are employed to encourage pupils to become independent learners, and children are given opportunities to study through a range of whole class, groups, paired and individual

activities.

At key stage 2, pupils are given responsibility for setting and monitoring their own individual targets. We ensure that these are SMART (Specific, measurable, attainable, realistic targets) to enable pupils

to become confident, self-sufficient learners.

ARRANGEMENTS FOR PUPILS WITH ADDITIONAL LEARNING NEEDS (ALN)

Estyn inspectors 2011 judged ALN provision to be very good and the ALN staff team to be a very strong feature of the school. The local authority recognise much of our ALN work as best practice. 
Our ALN policy statement explains agreed procedures for identifying, assessing and teaching children with additional needs. Each child has an individual learning plan with specific objectives and targets which are regularly monitored. Parents and pupils are included in the regular review meetings which focus on pupil progress and future educational provision. Additional learning  needs financial resources this year were allocated to
· 25% of support for 10  special support assistants 

· Non contact time for both ALNCOs to carry out their role

· Additional  resources to support differentiated work

The school has links with Ysgol Bryn Castell special school through the resource base unit for pupils with autistic spectrum disorders(Sunshine Class) and has developed links with Heronsbridge special school tapping into their expertise through outreach work.

Primary pupils having additional needs within BCBC are not usually statemented as help is available without going through the statementing process.
SCHOOL DEVELOPMENT AND IMPROVEMENT PLAN
Every year the headteacher and her staff produce a school development and improvement plan (SDIP). This important document represents the vision for improvement in the form of targets and actions and ensures a commitment to raise achievement in all areas of school life.

The improvement and development plan targets for 2010/2011 were : 
Target 1 : To Develop Activities and Raise Standards In Basic Skills
Target 2 : To continue to develop and raise standards in teaching and learning ensuring consistency across the school.
Target 3 : To develop activities and raise standards in Welsh

Target 4 : To continue to develop activities and raise standards in Personal and Social Education
Target 5 : To refine assessment procedures across the school
Target 6 : To review and refine the management, implementation and effectiveness of school cycles and documentation
The school development and improvement plan is carefully monitored and progress regularly reported.  Very good progress was made in meeting the set targets.

THE LANGUAGE OF CURRICULUM DELIVERY
Whilst the main language of instruction is English, pupils in the Foundation Phase and Key Stage 2 are encouraged to speak Welsh to their peers and other adults whenever possible. There is a comprehensive development and progression  programme in place for Welsh language development, and a ‘Helpw’r Heddiw’ is employed in each classroom. We give pupils the opportunity to experience Welsh culture and heritage wherever possible. Welsh is taught as a second language, there is no provision for any subject to be taught through the medium of Welsh. 
STAFF DEVELOPMENT

The staff are the most important resource of the school and all staff attended courses and in service training in line with the priorities in the school development and improvement plan. A firm commitment is given at school to continuing professional development for all staff members.

SCHOOL PROSPECTUS

A school prospectus in line with Welsh Assembly Government guidelines is distributed to every family when their child enters Maes Yr Haul primary. A working party was created during school year 2010-2011 to update the prospectus which clearly details every aspect of school. SPORTING ACHIEVEMENTS

ADMISSIONS
Admissions are made in line with the local authority’s  admissions procedures. Every school has a published admissions number ( PAN ) which determines the number of school places available. As the Broadlands estate grows so does the demand for school places and 2010 -2011 saw applications for places in Nursery and Reception exceed the PAN.  Many year groups are over the published admissions number.
The school is a modern well resourced building offering good learning spaces and adequate play areas including a sports field. Toilet facilities are good, including arrangements for children with disabilities. The school employs contract cleaners to clean all areas of the school.
COMPLAINTS
