	Minutes: (What was discussed) 
 1) School council reps shared the feedback from their classes about the impact of the posters on how safe children feel in the target areas: 
Y2: 2LE – a few children thought the posters didn’t help, quite a few children thought they had made a difference. 2DC – no feedback shared.
Y3: 3JS – Posters haven’t made a difference, children thought they were a bit of fun and some children are still messing around in the toilets and leaving food in the yard. 
3SH – the children don’t feel that the posters have made a difference. 
Y4: no feedback formally but the reps feel the areas are still causing some problems. 
Y5: not here 
Y6: 6HSA – Posters haven’t made a real difference because of where they are displayed not drawing attention, children are rushing past them. When asked if a different place for them would be better they didn’t think putting them somewhere else would have much of an impact. 
General feedback – behaviours have improved but this could be because of assembly rather than the posters..
We need to decide next year whether we need to look at this again. 

2) JK updated the final section of the action plan to include this feedback and reminded the council that the playground mediation target will be carried forward for next year’s council to develop (detail added to action plan).

3) JK told the council about how well their video was received by the Governors and played them the finished video so they could see it. 

4) JK thanked all the council reps for all their hard work this year and wished the Y6 reps the best of luck for their transition to the comp where hopefully they will have opportunities to be involved in similar councils. 

5) AOB raised by the reps: Y6 feedback that lots of the children had forgotten or didn’t know about the NSPCC charity run. Way forward – reps to remind children in both assemblies the week before and the Monday of the event.

Further actions - 
JK to speak to the Y5 reps to explain the possibility of them staying on as reps next year and why this would be of benefit. They would be asked to ‘apply’ to remain on the council by writing a letter explaining why they want to be continue.  
JK to add the two ways forward noted above to the agenda for the first meeting of the new school year.
