	Minutes: (What was discussed) 
 1) Reminded children about the safety in school survey in the autumn term and the subsequent actions e.g. posters, assembly input and that we need to now get feedback on the actions. Mrs Kenifick prepared questions for representatives to ask in class to gather feedback. Reps to speak with their classes and gather up to date feedback.

2)  Reminded representatives that Friday 6th June is Childhood Mile Day and each class needs to decide by Friday how they are going to do the mile. Representatives asked to take photos and add to Google classroom and to share with JK for presentation.

3) JK explained about the video presentation for governors. JK to organise groups of children to share information for the video. Those children who attended the meeting were also filmed introducing themselves for the video. JK explained that she will call children from classes to film other sections of the video sometime this week. 

4) AOB- Y6 rep shared some class feedback regarding lunchtime. 
a) Dinners – there is often a long wait for the older pupils having their dinner which means that sometimes the food is cold. On a few occasions the Y5 pupils have been given double portions which meant that there was none left for the Y6 children (example given was fish portions and the Y6 children had to have Vegan sausages instead.) LM also felt the quality of the food has decreased – doesn't taste nice (2 examples of food given).
b) Some younger children have been making insensitive comments towards the Y6 children on the yard at lunchtime. 
c) Feedback from Y5 and Y6 regarding how some children think they can behave differently at lunchtime due to either the lunchtime supervisors not being visible in certain areas or not dealing with issues or passing the issues onto teachers. Y5 said they end up not bothering telling lunchtime supervisors just taking it straight to teachers which takes up lots of learning time. 
d) Y6 rep feel they are being criticised for not eating fruit at breaktimes. LM talked about how his mum has to wait to be paid before buying food which means sometimes he brings leftovers in and other children are making him feel bad about this. We talked about how maybe the children need reminding that they shouldn’t directly speak to children about their snacks but that if they see children eating things like crisps/chocolate/sweets then they should quietly tell their teacher. Good discussion about clarity around whether it has to be just fruit or whether other healthy snacks are ok and how do we define what is healthy.
