[Intro music plays – cheerful jingle]
[Camera cuts to studio desk with two presenters smiling.]

🎙️ STUDIO SEGMENT
Presenter 1 Esmae:
 Good morning, everyone! Welcome to Digital Leaders’ News!
Presenter 2 Eva:
 Today, we’re talking about something really important — keeping our digital equipment safe!
1 Esmae:
 We all love using iPads, laptops and computers at school, right?
2 Eva:
 But lately, our Digital Leaders have spotted a few problems — things that could break our equipment or even hurt someone.
1 Esmae:
 So, we sent our reporters out to investigate what’s going on. Let’s see what they found!

🎥 REPORT 1 — “iPads on the Floor!”
[Cut to classroom or corridor scene. Arthur puts iPad on the floor and runs away. Reporter kneels next to an iPad lying on the floor.]
Reporter Reece:
 Look what we’ve found! An iPad left on the floor. Oh no!
Reporter Gabriel : If someone steps on it — crack! It could break!

 Reporter Reece: Remember — always carry iPads carefully and place them on a table or in the charging trolley when you’re finished.
Back to the studio
[Cut back to studio.]
Eva:
 That’s right! iPads are expensive and need to be treated with care — just like a book or your favourite toy.

🎥 REPORT 2 — “Not Being Held Correctly”
[Cut to Fran walking around holding an iPad with one hand or swinging it by the corner.]
Reporter Poppy:
 Uh oh! This iPad could easily slip and fall!
Reporter Poppy:
 Always hold your iPad with two hands, close to your body.
 Never swing it, wave it around, or run while carrying it.
That keeps both you and the iPad safe! Back to the studio
[Cut back to studio.]
Esmae:
 Good reminder, Poppy! Two hands are better than one when it comes to our school tech.

🎥 REPORT 3 — “Food and Drinks Alert!”
[Cut to lunch area — Charlotte with a juice box near a laptop.]
Reporter Rhodri:
 Oh no! We’ve caught someone eating and drinking near the quipment! Drinks and computers don’t mix.
If water or juice gets inside a laptop or keyboard, it can stop working or even cause a shock.
Reporter Rhodri:
 So remember — no food or drinks near electrical equipment. Keep them far away to stay safe!
[Cut back to studio.]
Ava:
 That’s a very important one. Let’s keep our snacks on the tables and our tech on the desks!

🎥 REPORT 4 — “Storage Struggles”
[Cut to a messy charging area — Finn shoves an iPad on top and leaves another swinging carelessly.]
Reporter (Taran):
 Caught red handed — tangled wires and iPads not stored properly! And this one is even hanging down.
This can make them fall, break, or stop charging. 
Reporter (Taran):
 Remember — plug in one at a time, make sure they’re lined up neatly, and tuck in the wires when you’re done.
That way, everything’s ready for the next class!
[Cut back to studio.]

🎙️ STUDIO WRAP-UP
Liam:
 So let’s remember our four big rules:
Esmae:
 Number one — don’t leave iPads on the floor.
 Liam:
 Number two — hold them safely with two hands.
 Esmae:
 Number three — no food or drinks near devices.
 Liam:
 And number four — store and plug them in properly.
Esmae:
 If we all follow these, our devices will last longer and stay safe for everyone to use!
